Materials: 
· Two paper tubes, one which will fit inside the other. 

· Construction paper 

· Wooden popsicle sticks 

· Scotch tape 

· X-acto knife 

· Plastic wrap
    Instructions: 

· You should have two paper tubes that will slide together. You could use toilet paper tubes, paper towel, or gift wrap tubes for a longer telescope. 

· Take a small square of plastic wrap and cover one end of the outer tube. Secure the plastic wrap with tape. This is the glass lens for you telescope. 

· Cover the outside of your paper tubes with construction paper. On the outer tube, add a narrow strip of yellow around the end that has the plastic wrap. 

· Put one tube completely inside the other and use a little bit of tape over one end to keep them together.
Make four marks at equal distances around the outside of the tube. 

· Using a straight edge and the marks you just made, draw four lines down the length of the tube starting and ending about a half inch from the ends. 

· Stand the tube up with the plastic wrap end down and very carefully cut four slits along the lines you just drew. 

· Push a wooden popsicle stick into one of the slits and pull it out of either one of the slits next to it. Do the same for the other side. 

· Trim the wooden popsicle sticks so that there is only a little more than a quarter inch exposed on each end. 

· Slide the inner tube out as far as you can. Make sure the the sticks are positioned at the end of the outer tube that is opposite from the plastic wrap. 

· Put a piece of tape beside each stick on the outer tube to close the slit.
